Thank you for your interest in the post of half-time Incumbent of the Garrowby Hill Benefice in the 
Deanery of South Wold.   

We are at a time of opportunity and development in the life of the Diocese of York. Together with the 
other ministers, the churchwardens and the PCCs, the new Incumbent will be leading the Benefice 
through a time of openness to new possibilities, as both the Deanery and the Diocese seek the 
encouragement and inspiration of God’s Holy Spirit for our Diocesan Vision of Living Christ’s Story, and 
making that vision real in the lives of our churches, through the Deanery Plan.

The clergy and 
ministers appreciate the genuine collegiality that we enjoy with one another, working together to 
overcome challenges, develop vision and implement plans.  This is a positive and hopeful time for the 
Diocese of York.   

The new Incumbent will find a warm welcome in the Deanery of South Wold, with friendly and 
encouraging fellowship, and they will also have the support of the area team of archdeacon and bishop, 
and of the diocesan staff.  We all work for the support, care and development of our ministerial 
colleagues.
