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St Mary’s Church is a beautiful historic building in the heart of Liscard. Recorded as a designated Grade 2 listed building, the church has served this part of Wallasey since 1877.

We are a warm, vibrant, and welcoming church.  Our doors are open to everyone regardless of where you come from or where you are on your spiritual journey.

We aim to help bless each individual among the 17 thousand people in our parish community, focusing on one life at a time. Our mission encourages us to grow in faith that is fuller and braver, to practice loving service that transforms lives, and to engage meaningfully with our local community through strong partnerships.
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The Church – buildings and resources
The foundation stone was laid in January 1876 and building work was completed by 1878.The Bell Tower was added in 1882, and bells were added in 1887. Our Church does need roof repairs in several places to stop the ingress of dampness. Repairs to the surrounding mosaic tiles on the High Altar are also required.
Overall, the Church is in a reasonable state with significant improvements made to the kitchen/meeting area.in recent years. Consideration will need to be given in future years to improve disabled access for mobility scooters and wheelchairs.
New seating for the congregation will be installed and improvements to our sound system will be required, once the necessary faculties have been obtained.
We have a beautiful garden surrounding the Church Building which is enjoyed by Church members and appreciated by community. A small team from Church maintain the garden and anyone willing.
Music and arts feature at St Marys, we have 3 accomplished Organists, and Bell Ringers regularly appear to ring our 8 Bells. Our services use contemporary worship songs, and we embrace concerts by our music school featuring cello and violin to a high level. 
We are a Church totally integrated and involved with our community and have grown slowly and steadily.
